Brdar is entitled to an annual base salary of $250,000 and a bonus based upon FuelCell Energy s Incentive
Compensation Plan. In addition, FuelCell Energy granted Mr. Brdar options to purchase 250,000 shares of common
stock. If Mr. Brdar s employment is terminated in the event of a change of control of FuelCell Energy or without
cause, Mr. Brdar will be entitled to a severance benefit equal to one year s salary.
